Students
from four elementary schools feed into this school housing approximately 636 students in grades 6-8. Grouped into
teams, students are offered courses in reading, language arts, math, science and social studies on a daily basis.

Additionally, students are offered exploratory
courses in food science, art, health, physical education, foreign language, technology education, computers, chorus,
general music and instrumental. Title One and special education services are offered on an as needed basis. Several
clubs and after school programs are offered as well and include Student Council, National Junior Honor Society,
Yearbook, Newspaper, Babysitting, and Food Science. The School Advisory Council and PTO are very active and
involved in the school.
